Swim Test                         
Our annual BSA swim test is at the Fry Family YMCA on 
95th Street, on Friday, May 7. Times are as follows: Loons, 
7 p.m.; Hawks, 7:30 p.m.; Leprechauns, 7:50 p.m.; and 
Mohicans at 8:10 p.m. 
 
The BSA swim test must be given annually to assess each 
scoutÕs ability. Everyone going on the canoe trip--parents 
included--must pass the test in order to ride in a canoe. The following is 
the criteria to pass the test:
 
• Jump feet first into water over the head, level off and begin swimming.
• Swim 75 yards in a strong manner using one or more of the following 

strokes: side, breast, trudgen or crawl. Swim 25 yards using an easy, 
resting backstroke.

• The 100 yards must be completed without stops and must include at 
least one sharp turn.

• Rest by floating for 1 minute to demonstrate ability to rest when 
exhausted.
